
Sunday Sermon Message for 5-31-2026  

This Week's Meditation: Psalm 91:1-16 

Scripture: 2 Peter 3:12-14 

Scripture Title: God Who Creates the New 

Heavens and a New Earths 

 

 The Apostle Peter said, " forward to and 

long for the day of God."(2 Peter 3:12) He 

said. At that time, the heavens will be burned 

and melted away, and the components of the 

universe will be melted in fierce fire, and then 

a new heavens and a new earth will appear 

where righteousness dwells. 

 

       We must deeply reflect on why God 

burned the heavens and melted them away, 

and even the components of the universe to 

be melted by fierce fire, before creating new 

heavens and a new earths where 

righteousness dwells. 

 

      In other words, righteousness does not 

dwell in the present heavens and earth, and 

after burning the heavens and earth with fire, 

He will create a new heavens and a new 

earth where righteousness dwells. 

 

      The Apostle John testified about the 

unrighteous beings currently dwelling in the 

heavens: 

 

“And there was war in heaven: Michael 

and his angels fought against the dragon; 

and the dragon fought and his angels, 
8 And prevailed not; neither was their place 

found any more in heaven. 
9 And the great dragon was cast out, that 

old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan, 

which deceiveth the whole world: he was 

cast out into the earth, and his angels 

were cast out with him. 
10 And I heard a loud voice saying in 

heaven, Now is come salvation, and 

strength, and the kingdom of our God, and 

the power of his Christ: for the accuser of 

our brethren is cast down, which accused 

them before our God day and night. 
11 And they overcame him by the blood of 

the Lamb, and by the word of their 

testimony; and they loved not their lives 

unto the death. 
12 Therefore rejoice, ye heavens, and ye 

that dwell in them. Woe to the inhabiters of 

the earth and of the sea! for the devil is 

come down unto you, having great wrath, 

because he knoweth that he hath but a 

short time.” 

 (Revelation 12:7-12) 

 

        The Apostle Paul testified that the 

present earth is occupied by the unrighteous: 

 

"Put on the whole armour of God, that ye 

may be able to stand against the wiles of 

the devil. 
12 For we wrestle not against flesh and 

blood, but against principalities, against 

powers, against the rulers of the darkness 

of this world, against spiritual wickedness 

in high places.”(Ephesians 6:11-12) 

 

       Jesus spoke about the time when He 

would come into the world as the Son of Man: 

 

"But as the days of Noah were, so shall 

also the coming of the Son of man 

be.”(Matthew 24:37) 

 

      Just as the angels in the heavens fell and 

came down to the earth to commit injustice in 

Noah's time, we must recognize that even 

now, in the last days, fallen angels in the 

heavens will appear: 

 

"And it came to pass, when men began to 

multiply on the face of the earth, and 

daughters were born unto them, 
2 That the sons of God saw the daughters 

of men that they were fair; and they took 

them wives of all which they chose. 



3 And the Lord said, My spirit shall not 

always strive with man, for that he also is 

flesh: yet his days shall be an hundred 

and twenty years. 
4 There were giants in the earth in those 

days; and also after that, when the sons of 

God came in unto the daughters of men, 

and they bare children to them, the same 

became mighty men which were of old, 

men of renown.”(Genesis 6:1-4) 

 

       These days, we  hear people constantly 

talking about UFOs and aliens  as a topic of 

interest. They even posted photos of himself 

walking with aliens on President Trump's 

personal account. 

 

     We must discern whether he is an alien or 

not, using God's word. God's Word says that 

the first man in the entire universe is Adam: 

 

"And so it is written, The first man Adam 

was made a living soul; the last Adam was 

made a quickening spirit.st Adam was 

made a quickening spirit.”(1 Corinthians 

15:45) 

 

       As many astronomers and scientists 

claim, no matter how vast the galaxy exists in 

outer space, we must know that no one exists 

on any planet other than Earth. 

 

      Even if those claiming to be aliens 

appeared, they could only see fallen angels in 

the heavens as disguised as aliens. The acts 

committed by fallen angels during Noah's 

time are already recorded in the Bible. 

 

     It is clear that entities disguised as aliens 

will continue to appear and deceive people in 

the future. As the Apostle John testified, 

during the great tribulation, when the devil 

who is cast out of heaven and many fallen 

angels appear on earth with him, it is clear 

that they will deceive people by calling them 

aliens. 

 

      God cannot create  new heavens and 

earth where righteousness dwells unless He 

extinguishes the unrighteous in heavens and 

on earth with fire. 

 

       Because of this, the Apostle Peter 

recorded in detail what would happen on that 

day, the day of God: 

 

"But the day of the Lord will come as a 

thief in the night; in the which the heavens 

shall pass away with a great noise, and the 

elements shall melt with fervent heat, the 

earth also and the works that are therein 

shall be burned up. 
11 Seeing then that all these things shall be 

dissolved, what manner of persons ought 

ye to be in all holy conversation and 

godliness, 
12 Looking for and hasting unto the coming 

of the day of God, wherein the heavens 

being on fire shall be dissolved, and the 

elements shall melt with fervent heat? 
13 Nevertheless we, according to his 

promise, look for new heavens and a new 

earth, wherein dwelleth righteousness."(2 

Peter 3:10-13) 

 

        The saints raptured before the great 

tribulation will see all these things in heaven. 

       The Apostle Peter earnestly exhorted the 

believers who were waiting for this day: 

 

"Wherefore, beloved, seeing that ye look 

for such things, be diligent that ye may be 

found of him in peace, without spot, and 

blameless."(2 Peter 3:14)
